At an international conference, Ahmad Shah warned 
the world about the Taliban threat. Just five months after his warning, the September 11 
attacks happened, sending out shockwaves around the world, just two days after Ahmad 
Shah himself got assassinated. After the death of Ahmad Shah, the journalist returned 
to Panjshir hurriedly, only to find that the hero was no more, and not even his memory 
remained.

Lin Yue-yun was a first-generation athlete born in Changhua, Taiwan, during the Japanese colonial era, 
who trained in athletics since she was a child. In September 1931, at the tender age of 16, her outstanding 
performance in the 1931 Taiwan’s Track and Field Meet put her in the spotlight, and she became the first 
female athlete born and bred in Taiwan to represent the island in the Meiji Shrine Games. At the Games, her 
stunning explosive sprints and impressive jumps created waves and won her considerable fame. In addition, 
she achieved multiple victories in various sporting events, such as 80-meter hurdles, triple jump, long jump, 
etc., and even broke the Japanese records of that era! Yue-yun participated in the 1932, 1936, and 1940 
Olympics qualifiers, but all of these attempts were unsuccessful due to different reasons, and Yue-yun failed 
to achieve her goal of representing Taiwan in the Olympics. By this point, all she could do was put away her 
track spikes and athletic gear, gradually fading out from the world of track and field which was so familiar to her. 
Nonetheless, there was no doubt that her story inspired and guided Taiwanese sportswomen who came after 
her. With her achievements, Yue-yun established lofty benchmarks and became an exemplar to future athletes 
who harbor aspirations for the Olympic Games.
